Pupils with higher attainment at KS2 had lower levels of absence over the key stage compared to those

with lower attainment.

e Pupils who did not achieve the expected standard in reading, writing and maths in 2019 had an overall
absence rate of 4.7% over the key stage, compared with 3.5% among pupils who achieved the expected

standard and 2.7% among those who achieved the higher standard.

Generally, the higher the percentage of sessions missed across the key stage at KS2, the lower the

level of attainment at the end of the key stage.

Among pupils with no missed sessions over KS2, 83.9% achieved the expected standard compared to

40.2% of pupils who were persistently absent.
